1) All photographs submitted for the contest must be taken by BCA study abroad participants during their    
time at a BCA study center or on a BCA excursion, not from personal travel time.  (i.e. Cheltenham, not 
London.  Galway, not Dublin.)  Pictures taken of a BCA study abroad participant are also acceptable.

2) Each participant may enter a maximum of five photographs for the contest.
3) Entries must be received at the BCA central office through mail or e-mail by August 1, 2008.
4) Photographs submitted through e-mail must be in JPG format.  Please send high resolution images (at 

least 300 dpi and 4x6 inches in size).
5) Prints submitted through mail may be no larger than 5x7 inches.
6) Each submission must be accompanied by an entry form (attached) or an e-mail message that includes   

all the entry form information requested.
7) Each print entry must be submitted with a Post-It note attached that includes name, study center, 

date/year of participation and photo title.

*Entries will be judged by BCA staff members based on the following criteria: participant’s ability to commu-
nicate a cross-cultural experience through a photograph while displaying artistic merit.
*Winners will be announced through the BCA Web site and contacted within three weeks of judging.
